What will I be doing?
This is an excellent opportunity to gain some practical experience

of working in a library. Our libraries have monthly Booksales and this role supports the set up of the Booksale.  Books should be attractively displayed to encourage customers to take them away and discover new favourite authors. 
How will I be helping you?
You will be supporting library staff by setting up monthly Booksales.  Our Booksales support our overall income, displaying the books in genre, and category helps the customers find what they are looking for and choose more! 
Tasks
· You will support staff by sorting books on to tables to set up the Booksale.

· You will help check the condition of stock and put aside any items that may require further attention for these to be then dealt with by library staff.

· You will work closely with staff members to create attractive displays of books within the Booksale.
· You will label each section so it’s clear for the customer to browse.
What will I learn and what skills do I need?
· To have a friendly nature and enjoy helping people 
· You will be able to put books away in alphabetical and subject order.  
· This is a physically demanding role which requires the lifting and carrying of books and boxes as well of lots of bending to put books out on display for the Booksale. 
How much time do I need to commit?
Minimum commitment is 2 hours per week, maximum 6 hours a day in any week. This could include weekends.  You can select the Explore library within which you would like to volunteer and this may be more than one.
